Should women have a university
education? This Question was dealt
with in the usual manner at last
Wednesday's college seminar: it was
evaded. The old faithful pseudo-
problem of womanhood, loss of fem-
ininity with acquisition of knowledge,
was brought up--again and received the
usual grave consideration. One
begins to suspect that woman are
suing this femininity-fixation in order
to escape the necessity of facing up
to their real responsibilities in a
modern world .

It seems that many girls at Traill
are in fact still preoccupied with
the view of womanhood that was held in
the Victorian age. A hundred years
ago it was said that a woman should
confine her activities to house-cleaning
and child-raising. Last Wednesday this
issue was formulated in almost the
same way. The objections to this theory
are that it has been clearly shown that1)
women are not innately good at raising
children and often innately bad at
keeping house andthat 2) woman can
function as capably as man in many
if not most of the careers afforded by
our society. Because of these revelations
about women, there is more productive
activity required of them today than
merely that of bearing children.

It is known everywhere that women

have a great deal of potential : yet
now that the cat is out of the bag, the
women, specifically the girls at Traill,
are doing everything in their power to
put it back in.

Traill students seem to be addicted
to empty speculation about the 'fulfil-
ment' that they should be getting out

of their education. -I say "empty' because

there can be no fulfilment when there
is unwillingness to take any action.
Learning without commitment is the
same as means without an end -
ridiculous nebulous, actually non-
existent. The majority of women at
Traill want to learn but are unwilling
to take up the equal responsibility
offered to them in the world as a
result of their knowledge, Traill is
being made into a.stale backwater this
way, as different in its passivity and
inaction from a world of action, as a
muddy pool is from the ocean.

It might even be said the Traill
has in it the seeds of 1984. There
seems to be only a mihority ol girls
that care about independently running
their lives; most of them are content
to submit instead to the decisions others
no genuine beliefs, and where there are
no beliefs there are only pseudo-
students .

Faulkner Wants Anarchy

"Ideally I would like to see an anarchic
system of student government'. These
were the words of Tom Faulkner, presi-
dent of the U, of T.'s students' admini-
strative council, Monday night at P, R, C.

Faulkner added that since anarchy was
impossible at present there should be a
distribution of powe r among students,
faculty, alumni, and staff. These would
form the university administration wi th
none possessing supreme power'. This
would result in participation in, or aware-
ness of university government by the bulk
of the students, without which Faulkner
feels that they are "less than human'.

He feels, however, that the provincial
government should have veto powe r in
university affairs, to be used wi th great
discretion.

Although Faulkner attacked current
student apathy, he favoured responsible
rather representative governmout.

The U, of T. student president's other
main point wa s that students should have

. greater freedom and more individual
attention as at Trent, but in a more
extreme fashion.He urged that curriculum
be selected by the students, along wi th
